An open letter to Grant Thomas from a junior football club
official.

Dear Grant,

Thanks, mate, for having made the job of thousands of
volunteer Australian football club secretaries, presidents, vice-
presidents, directors, treasurers, coaches, team managers and
match-day officials a whole lot harder.

We really needed your recent public comments on
umpires; what a great message that sends to parents and
supporters who actually think it©s OK to stand at the boundary
fence at a Sunday morning under-14 footy match and scream
abuse at the (maybe 15-year-old) boundary umpire. Yeah,
great.

To some volunteer parent officials who think it©s the
difference between life and death that the field umpire in an
U/10 match made a wrong decision which resulted in a vital
goal to the opposition side, so therefore the club needs to
make an official complaint etc, etc. Yeah, right.

Maybe you®©re not aware of the stats, Grant, about how
difficult it is to get umpires at junior and some senior levels. At
the very time Australian Rules football is seeing a resurgence
at junior level after some years of decline, guess what©s
happening? Can®©t get umpires!! Wanna know why?

Because the kids we need running around to umpire the
game for the kids who play it are screamed at, abused, and
belittled by adults who should know better.

Where do you think umpires start, Grant? They "start" by
being umpires at a young adult level or from being players
themselves.

Of course, | have seen some appalling decisions made by
umpires at a junior level; | know that | have a number of ways |
can make my concerns known to those responsible for umpire
management. As an official and public voice of the club |
represent, | have a particular responsibility to ensure | do that
in a constructive way.

If | denigrate umpiring decisions and umpires publicly, |
give tacit support to the "ugly" parent/supporter syndrome,
which is one of the biggest threats to the game.

As a very public official of an AFL team you have a
responsibility to the development and long-term future of the
game. | am an official of an Australian Rules footy club with
400 players and, believe me, your comments about umpires
have produced a huge collective (although silent) groan from
officials like me throughout the country.

Do you have any idea of the impact of your public
comments about umpires on the development and running of
the game at a broader community level? You should have.
That should come as a mandatory part of the job description
for coaches and officials of the code©s flagship teams. That©s
you Grant.

I, for one, believe umpires need to have egos you can©t
step over; otherwise they would be trampled out of the game
by the constant barrage of criticism and abuse. Umpires, unlike
individual coaches, players and teams, are never winners.

My club has five teams in finals over the next two weeks,
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Grant. | am really looking forward to the comments from those
over-the-top, far-too-intense (with the potential to get aggro)
parents and supporters about how spot-on Grant Thomas is in
his comments about umpires ... yeah, thanks, Grant.

PS: Love the team you coach and | wish them well in the
finals.
