Whether the comments come 
from the coach, the supporters, the umpires or the 
players themselves, they are all being urged by the 
League to make all comments positive and abolish all 
negative comments as they are pointless. Coaches are 
being asked to make their match day addresses 
positive, and to eliminate any criticism of players and 
umpires. Likewise, players are being urged to 
encourage their teammates at all times and 
congratulate opposition players’ good play. Parents are 
being requested to yell encouraging comments only 
and abolish all criticism of players, umpires or coaches, 
plus acknowledge good play of the opposition team. As 
part of the program, clubs are being asked to have their 
players present a ‘super positive’ sticker to parents 
before the game, with captains presenting the same 
sticker to the coach.
