Match Reports
Under 9 Carnival - Alexander Hills

Champions

After two weeks of training the Under 9 Representative
team arrived at the beautiful home ground of Alexander Hills.
Coach Rod and Coach Robert had been stressing for the two
weeks that it was all about focus. Every player was picked
because they could play but only they could make sure they
focused on the day.

The two coaches spelt out to the boys prior to the first
match the game plan, of looking up and kicking the ball long
into the forwards and manning up tight in defense.

The second game was against Sherwood who had been
tough opponents all season. The Leopards started slow, but
were again in front at half time. The rotation at half time again
brought some players in that were on fire for the ball and in a
steady blitz the Leopards dominated the rest of the game. Two
from two and a healthy percentage boost.

Final game of the round robin was against Carindale, a
team that was unknown to the Leopards. The coaches got a bit
mixed up with the start time and despite coach Robert losing
his cool under the pressure the boys made the start on time.

Another good game by both teams with a lot of fighting for
the ball on the ground. An all round excellent performance
again gave the Leopards the ascendancy a half time and a
solid second half saw the Leopards finish three wins from
three games and second on the ladder.
